AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TRAFFIC
CONTROL FILE BY PROVIDING FOR INSTALLATION
OF VARIOUS TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES, AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, site-specific traffic control regulations of the City are established
and maintained in the “Traffic Control File,” a document established and
maintained by the Chief of Police pursuant to Chapter 305 of the Codified
Ordinances, and

WHEREAS, Section 305.02 of said Chapter requires that amendments to the
Traffic Control File be made only through legislation passed by City Council,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of
Cuyahoga Falls, County of Summit, and State of Ohio, that:

Section 1. Upon the recommendation of the Traffic Committee, the Traffic
Control File is hereby amended as follows:

(1) Prohibit parking on the odd side of Cook Street between 2005 & 2013
Cook Street.

(2) Prohibit parking on the even side of Liberty Street from 2180 Liberty
Street to the corner of Center Street.

Section 2. The Chief of Police is hereby authorized and directed to note in
the Traffic Control File the proper legends.

02-18449), 310 Tallmadge Avenue (Parcel No. 02-19506) and 406 Tallmadge Avenue
(Parcel No. 02-18447), into the Schwebel Flex Industrial and Technology Center (the
“Project”); and

WHEREAS, the City will seek financial assistance from the State of Ohio, through
the Clean Ohio Revitalization Fund (“CORF”), administered by the Clean Ohio Council,
for the purpose of supporting the environmental assessment, remediation, and
infrastructure portions of the Project; and

WHEREAS, applicable CORF policies require that all infrastructure activities
completed during the Project must follow Sustainable Best Practices, Leadership in
Energy and Environmental Design (LEED), or Green Infrastructure Guidelines; and

WHEREAS, applicable CORF policies require that applications for CORF funding
under the Sustainable Reinvestment Pilot Track must be accompanied by a resolution
from the applicant’s legislative authority that requires new construction on the Project
property to follow LEED guidelines,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Cuyahoga Falls,
County of Summit and State of Ohio, that:

Section 1. This Council will enact such ordinances or rules as are necessary to
require the use of building materials and methods that promote environmental quality,
economic vitality, and social benefit through the design, construction and/or renovation
at CORF project Schwebel Flex Industrial and Technology Center located at 1950
Newberry Avenue, 310 Tallmadge Avenue, and 406 Tallmadge Avenue, Cuyahoga Falls,
Ohio.

This Council will enact such ordinances or rules as are necessary to
require establishment of performance goals for both renovation and construction
projects located at 1950 Newberry Avenue, 310 Tallmadge Avenue, and 406 Tallmadge
Avenue, Cuyahoga Falls, Ohio and require utilization of Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (“LEED”) standards developed by the U.S. Green Building
Council.
