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Description

An ordinance approving a zoning map
amendment for Parcels 35-00857, 35-
02577 and 35-00103, from MU-3 Sub-
Urban Center to E-1 Employment
District, as more fully described and
depicted herein, and declaring an
emergency.

An ordinance providing an amendment to

Improvement Corporation, and declaring
an emergency.

An ordinance authorizing the Mayor to
enter into a lease agreement or
agreements with Arkay Properties, LLC
and Metro Parks, Serving Summit
County, Board of Commissioners, and
declaring an emergency.

An ordinance authorizing the Director of
Public Service to enter into a contract or
contracts, according to law, for the

Improvements Phase I, and declaring an
emergency.
